Dr. Moonje established the Responsive
v Co-operation Party.

To meet his aims Dr. Moonje started Bhonsala Military School
where children of the soil can be given military training and be taught
to play their part bravely on the battlefield and to infuse the British virtues in them
without anglicising them or demoralizing them.

- 1. Dr. Balakrishna Shivaram Moonje was born on 12th December 1872

3. He gave a moto 'Shapadapi Sharadapi’' which means the students are capable to defeat
the enemies by "knowledge of power and power of knowledge".

4. In his speech given on August 18th, 1930, he cited the world affairs at that time, he
mentioned the war going on in various places (Spain and the far east) and deliberated on
the clouds of a major war hanging over the world, and that Indians could not overlook
their defence in this situation.

5. In one of his speeches, he said, "every boy should be given physical and military
training and not from the communal point of view, but a national point of view".

6. Another area where Dr. Moonje found special interest, was annihilating the caste
difference in society, he figured out the prominent Brahmin participation in responsive
society and encouraged the non-Brahmins to participate in elections.

7. In his speech at the Ansari Park, Bezwada, Dr. Moonje stated that he considered
military training for the Hindus the only solution to destroy the caste system. In the
pursuit of the same virtues, he spoke at Surat and various other places, pointing out the
absence of the caste system in Britain and the eventual benefit that the British derive
fromit.

8. Moonje thanked, Sir Philip Chetwode, commander in chief of the British army, who was
seen to have taken interest in the military training school of Moonje, as Sir Philip
expressed the opinion that Indians were capable of becoming a first-class martial race.

9. In August 1930, he gave a speech in Poona in which he advised students to seize the
lathis of policemen non-violently if they are charged by them.

10. The total estimated cost of the Bhonsala Military school was 3 Lakh rupees, as of July
22nd, 1936, to which the Maharaja of Gwalior donated 1,00,000. Dr. Balakrishna Shivaram
Moonje, lived a life, in which he aimed to strengthen the cause of building a strong youth
force, that would contribute to the Indian war of Independence. He passed away on 3rd
March 1948.

Qin Shi Huang di, the first emperor of
unified China was the mastermind behind
the Great Wall. Parts of the wall had
already been raised by different ancient
states. When Shi Huang di came to power,
he joined the stretches into a long
defensive wall. Later dynasties, especially
the Ming dynasty, also added to the
structure.

Initial sections
built by the states were .-
defensive walls. Qin Shi
Huang built the Great
Wall to protect his new
empire from nomadic
Mongolian invaders. The structure
however often failed in stopping enemies,
especially during Ming era, the best of Wall
builders.

Construction of the older walls
started around 7th Century BCE. Qin Shi
Huang constructed the Great Wall in circa
220 BCE, and took about 20 years to link
them together. Later dynasties modified
and expanded the wall. The known
addition to the wall was done during Qing
dynasty in 1878. This makes the Great Wall
the building with the longest construction
time of more than 2,500 years.

The Great Wall was originally made
of rammed earth, stones, lime and wood.
Later Ming dynasty however used bricks
sticky rice mortar. This section stretches
8850 kilometres and is the best preserved
part of the Wall. However the total length
of Great Wallis 21,196 kilometres.

Rd. Vansh Sagar Jamdade (VI-A)

Located 48 Km. from Imphal city, Loktak
Lake is the largest freshwater lake in
northeast India. It is considered the lifeline
of Manipur, given its importance in the
state's socio-economic and cultural life. In
1990, It was designated as a wetland of
international importance under the
Ramsar convention.

The lake is called the world's only
floating lake on account of a maze of
phumdis dotting its picturesque
waterscape. Phumdis are unique, naturally
formed floating islands of vegetation , soil

and organic matter. Only one fifth part of
these marshes floats above the water.
These islands offer a unique habitat for a
rich variety of flora and fauna.

Even local fisherman who fish in the
lake build their huts on these phumdis.
Boats are their only, means of transport
connecting their homes and the town.

The lake boasts of 425 species of
animals, including the waterfowl and
Indian python. The Keibul Lamjao National
Park, which lies to its south, is home to the
sangal- the endangered dancing deer of
Manipur.

Edakkal Caves

WETAS are giant flightless insects
related to crickets and grass hoppers. They
are native to Newzealand. The mountain
stone weta is found mainly in the cold
Alpine Region of South Island. As it is
nocturnal, it hides away under rocks and
cracks during the day. It eats grass, moss
and smallinvertebrates.

To defend itself from predators, the
mountain stone weta often plays dead. It
lies on its back with legs spread apart, claws
exposed and jaws open, teady to scratch
and bite. If a predator tries to grab it in spite
of this, it regurgitates an irritant liquid. Its
most amazing ability is to freeze solid during
winter and thaw out in spring. The Weta has
a special kind of protein in its blood that
keeps ice crystals from being formed in its
cells and membranes. Its metabolism also
slows down to conserve energy.

The Edakkal caves in India in Kerala's
Waynad district is one of the oldest
archeological sites in the world. It is over
7000 yearsold.

The cave is located 1200 metres above
sea level, on the Ambukutti Hills. It is more
of a rock shelter than a cave, and was
formed by two huge boulders leaning
against a third which cuts out and creates
the roof. A large boulder is jammed half
way between the other two.

The word 'Edakkal’ literally means ' a
stone in between' The boulders are aligned
in such a way that they create a two storey
natural cleft. The wall of the upper storey
are covered with drawings of people, carts,
animals, plants, flowers, tools, geometric
signsand symbols.
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Longest Ropeway

Rd. Abhinav Vikas Dorphale (IX - A)

The longest ropeway in India and the
second longest ropeway in Asia is located
at Chamoli district in Uttar Pradesh. It links
Auli, the best skiing destination in Asia with
Joshimath, the gateway to famous tourist
places like Badrinath the valley of flowers.

Thisropeway is about 4 kilometers long
joinsthese places at a height of 1917 meter
to 3027 metres above sea level. It is
popularly called Rajju.

The ropeway takes about half an hour
to complete a trip. It consists of two

passenger cabins which accomodate about
20to 25 people each. Special care has been
taken to make this ropeway techinically
sound so as to avoid mishaps. It passes
through ten towers. One can stop on the
eighth tower if one wishes to go for skiing.
The ropeway offers a picturesque view
of Auli, with its oak and coniferous trees,
lush grazing lands in summer, variety of
flowers in monsoon and the majestic view
of the Nanda Devi peak. No wonder then,
that Auliis called the Switzerland of Asia.

My Experience of Base Camp Trek at Everest
Siddhart Sunil Sarda (X-B)

Hello one and all | want to share one of my
most exciting memory with you the trek to
sagarmatha base camp. didn't recognize it
right? let me introduce it, sagarmatha is
the official name of the mt. everest in
Nepal. yes it is the trek for base camp of
Everest. You would be thinking What is so
different in this trek-! would be short as
possible as it is very difficult to brief you my
experience in words The height of the mt.
everest is 8849m above sea level and the
base camp is at 5364m above sea level that
means 17598 feet. What make this trek
important that should be the interesting
guestion Climbing on Everest is not a easy
task because of following factors-

1. -19° degree Celsius in summer and -36
degree Celsius in winter-freeze your body
parts to such extents that you can't even
realize the existence of it

2. Frequent changing weather and wind
flow, sudden rainfall.- gives a small window
of time to take decision and make the
move.

3. Minimum oxygen level- body and brain
stops functioning and makes you
unconscious. It leads you towards fallacy,
you cant control your mind and body.

4. After base camp one has to cross
kumbhu glacier which is continuously
moving changing the routes which also can
cause severe injuries and also deaths,
without help of expert sherpas and
technical tools no one can lead to camp 1
for Everest climbing the most deaths while
climbing mt.everest happens in khumbhu

5. there after to climb the Everest one has
to make 5 rounds of climbing everyday
stage wise and while coming back to base
camp again and again to get acclimatized
andto catch the window to summit

normally those who complete the
base camp trek for multiple times can only
proceed for climbing Everest. The base
camp itself has the temperature of -12
degree Celsius and unpredictable weather
conditions. We also experienced the
temperature of -13 degree Celsius.

we reached to base camp and
sustainably stay there for not more than
two hours due to climate condition. We
have to come back to gorakhshep which is
last comfortable stay point. This place is
also such a remote place as there is no
conveyance except walking and helicopter.
thisis a situation where arranging food and
other facilities is really a challenging task,
sherpas from Nepal carry each and every
things on there head from lukla located at
2860m height to these places which we
cannot even imagine and still they are
having such a humanly nature they keep on
smiling and helping us. Sherpa Tensing was
from this community who climbed first on
Everest without oxygen cylinders and
Sherpa Kami Rita made a record of most
number of times to reach the summit
which is 28 times When we reached base
camp there was strong cold wind flow,
freezing the body and continuous
headache due to lack of oxygen still it was
memorable moment for 13 members of

glacier. =



our group, but one of us was returned from
dengboche which is third last campsite to
base camp because he could not
acclimatize himself with the weather. for
me also it was not an easy task but I realized
| could comfortably do it just because of
physical strength achieved in bhonsala
military school. | had never imagined that |
would do this trek at this young age. | must
appreciate my parents and loved ones who
supported me and helped me at every time
I needed.

More than 300 people have
sacrificed their life for achieving their
dream to climb Mt. Everest. Though it is
difficult it is really a wonderful experience
which tests your strength of body and
mind. we are emotionally and culturally
close to Sagarmatha and it is really a pride
to see the mountain by our own eyes from
the nearest point that is Sagarmatha base
camp.
